Important Information: First, we would like to share that NSCC was approved for a grant
through Community Child Care Connections that will be used to purchase equipment for our back
playground project.

4-6 weeks after. Closer to time, information will be shared but we like our families to be informed
about our administrator schedules.

We would
greatly appreciate your support during this fundraiser so we can keep working hard towards our
project.
